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Message from
the City Librarian

Your City Council has passed the 2005
budget and we are able to report that

there are modest provisions for service
improvements at the library. A new
bookmabile is due to arrive shortly and full
operating funds have been approved; the
Beaverbrook branch will get one more staff
member to deal with the 80% increase in
circulation (and still growing) over the past four years. We will be able
to improve and harmonize hours at our smallest rural branches and hire
a librarian for the Orléans branch. This is all very welcome news after a
year where circulation hit the 9 million mark for the first time ever.

The theme of this edition of Preview is Ottawa history. In 2005
residents are celebrating the 150™ anniversary of the city of Ottawa and
the Ottawa Police, and at the Library we are gearing up for the 100*
anniversary of the (former) Ottawa Public Library in 2006. This great
event will be a year long celebration and we invite residents to send in
suggestions for activities across the city and at individual branches.

One of the jewels of the Library is the Ottawa Room at the Main
Library which houses, among many things, copies of the works of local
authors especially the many fine fiction writers Ottawa and area can
boast about. However, fiction in the library has not always had the
prominent place it has today. From the Second Preliminary Report of
the Carnegie Library (Ottawa Public Library) 1906 comes the following
by Lawrence Burpee, the first city librarian:

"A great deal of ill-considered criticism has been directed against the reading
of fiction, and public libraries have sometimes been condemned because their
circulation statistics have revealed a higher level of circulation than all other
classes of literature combined. Those who have voiced these criticisms have
lost sight that the mere number of books taken out in either class furnish no
true basis of comparison...but they have also ignored the fact that there are
novels and novels and that the best standard novels possess as distinct an
educative value as any other classes of literature. ... The fiction shelves are
empty all the time. That in itself is desirable state of affairs but it is not
desirable that readers should come to the desk with a list of 20 and 25 titles
and be unable to obtain an single book."

This was followed by a recommendation to introduce a pay-duplicate
system that was being tried out in other public libraries at the time. And
so it goes that the Library has always been trying to develop new ways
to generate revenue and satisfy the public!

2005 marque le 150¢ anniversaire de la Ville et du Service de police
d'Ottawa. En outre, la Bibliothéque se prépare a commémorer le
100¢ anniversaire de la Bibliothéque publique d'Ottawa (ancien
réseau) en 2006. Ce grand événement sera célébré tout au long de
I'année. Nous invitons les résidents a nous faire des suggestions
d'activités a organiser partout dans la ville et dans chacune de nos
succursales.

La Salle Ottawa de la Bibliotheque centrale est I'un de nos joyaux.
Elle abrite, entre autres, des exemplaires d'ouvrages d'auteurs locaux,
notamment ceux des excellents auteurs dont Ottawa et la région
peuvent se targuer. Les romans n'ont pas toujours occupé une si
grande place a la Bibliotheque. Dans le deuxiéme rapport prélimi-
naire de la Bibliothéque Carnegie (Bibliothéque publique d'Ottawa)
publié en 1906, le premier bibliothécaire municipal, Lawrence
Burpee, disait :

La lecture de romans a fait I'objet de beaucoup de critiques
présomptueuses et les bibliothéques publiques ont été condamnées a
I'occasion parce que leurs statistiques de circulation dépassaient toutes les
autres catégories de littérature combinées. Les critiques n'ont pas tenu
compte du fait que le nombre de livres empruntés dans chaque catégorie
ne fournit pas une comparaison réelle...Ces personnes ignorent aussi que
tous les romans ne sont pas pareils; en outre, les meilleurs d'entre eux
offrent, a I'instar de tout autre catégorie de littérature, une valeur
éducative. ...Les rayons des romans sont toujours vides, ce qui est en soi
désirable. Cependant, que les lecteurs se présentent au comptoir avec une
liste de 20 a 25 titres non disponibles ne I'est pas.

On a recommandé par la suite d'instaurer un systeme de frais pour
emprunt rapide que d'autres bibliothéques publiques mettaient &
I'essai a I'époque. Comme on le constate, la Bibliotheque a toujours
essayé de trouver de nouvelles fagons de générer des recettes et de
satisfaire le public!

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Board Highlights

At the December meeting:

Leslie Weir, Chief Librarian of the University of Ottawa, presented
a report on the initiatives to develop a bilingual library school at the
University of Ottawa. The goal is to have the school open in
September 2007, and work is ongoing in obtaining American
Library Association (ALA) accreditation for the program.

A report on the bookmabile service plan was presented. The board
passed a motion to add a stop in the Blossom Park neighbourhood,
to compensate for the closure of the Blossom Park branch after
South Central District Library opens in early 2006.

Several changes were made to the committees/linkages on which
the trustees participate:

e Councillor Maria McRae resigned from the Southern
Ontario Library Service Trustee Council, and Trustee
Susan Norquay was appointed to fill that vacancy.

e Trustee Stephen Desroches resigned from the New
Central Library Board Committee, and was appointed
to the Gala Committee.

e Trustee Phil Rocco was appointed to the Governance
Committee.

e Trustee Glenn Rivard was appointed to the New Central
Library Board Committee.

. Councillor Jan Harder and Trustees Pamela Sweet and
Susan Norquay were appointed to the Nominating
Committee, to work on the annual election of the
Board's Vice Chair.

e The Board approved a document presented by the New
Central Library Board Committee, which lays out the vision
of a new central library

e The Board approved the purchase of new PCs, hard drives
and RAM upgrades totalling $214,000

e The Board ratified a new 3-year contract with CUPE 503 -
Library Group

At the January meeting:

« Molson Canada donated copies of "Haywest", a book
written by local author Robert Plamondon. Mr. Plamondon
presented signed copies of the book to the Library.

e The Board elected Trustee Royal Galipeau as Vice-Chair of
the Board for 2005

of the Federation of Ontario Public Libraries and Trustee Linda Sonley
has been appointed to the Superconference program committee for the
Ontario Library Boards Association.

A la réunion de décembre :

Leslie Weir, bibliothécaire en chef a I'Université d'Ottawa, a soumis
un rapport sur les démarches en cours pour ouvrir une école de
bibliothéconomie bilingue a I'Université d'Ottawa en septembre
2007. On travaille actuellement a I'obtention de I'accréditation de la
American Library Association (ALA) pour ce programme.

Un rapport a été présenté sur la planification des services du
bibliobus. Le Conseil a adopté une motion pour ajouter un arrét
dans le quartier Blossom Park afin de compenser la fermeture de la
succursale Blossom Park aprés I'ouverture de la Bibliothéque du
secteur Centre-Sud.

e Le Conseil a approuvé un document présenté par le comité du
Conseil pour la nouvelle Bibliothéque centrale qui présente la
vision de cette nouvelle bibliothéque.

lecteurs de disque dur et de mises a niveau de mémoire vive
pour un montant de 214 000 $.

e Le Conseil a élu I'administrateur Royal Galipeau au poste de
vice-président pour 2005.

Susan Norquay, membre du Conseil de la BPO, a été élue au conseil
d'administration de la Federation of Ontario Public Libraries, tandis
que Linda Sonley, membre du Conseil, a 6t6 nommée au comité du
programme de la superconférence de la Ontario Library Boards
Association.



History in the Making...

The Ottawa Public Library Foundation
(OPLF) is the newest member of the Library
and City of Ottawa family of Agencies but
nevertheless the history of philanthropy
towards the Library goes back more than a
hundred years.

Reading histories of advocacy, citizen

involvement, and library funding in the
late 1800s and early 1900s brings out an
uncanny resemblance to the present day.

During the 1890s, while various groups
attempted subscriber-payment libraries, the
Ottawa Council of Women (OCW)
advocated the establishment of a free public
library. Supported by the Journal newspaper,
the OCW presented a petition to City
Council, and the first donation of a building
for a potential library was announced. A
1886 by-law for funding a public library was
presented, through an election-day plebiscite,
to Ottawa ratepayers and lost by a wide
margin, attributed by some to the Free Press
newspaper highlighting the aspect of the
City's increasing public debt.

This setback had the effect of putting the
issue of funding a free public library aside for
many years until, in February 1897, the
OCW presented a petition to City Council
asking that a Public Library Board be
established. New legislation made it possible
to establish a library board and bring the
funding question to the ratepayers after
preliminary arrangements had been
completed. City Council voted to establish
the Board but refused to fund the library.
Requests for funding for the library were
again voted down by City Council in 1893
and 1899.

Ottawa citizens Mary and Otto Klotz had
become involved with the issue of the public
library through an article by Mary Klotz in
the Journal newspaper and Otto Klotz
unknowingly became the first major gifts
fundraiser for the Ottawa Public Library.
Otto Kilotz, frustrated with continuing City

Council reluctance to fund a library, in
February 1901 took the step of writing to
Andrew Carnegie, the retired American steel
magnate. Andrew Carnegie had a strong
belief in public institutions, particularly
libraries, as ideal investments as a source of
enlightenment and education. Carnegie had
already donated funds for 60 Canadian
libraries.

One day later Ottawa Mayor, W.D. Morris,
took on the role of fundraising support, with
the help of the Citizen newspaper proprietor
Wilson Southam, and also wrote to Mr.
Carnegie, and in March 1901, Mayor Morris
received an affirmative answer. A donation of
$100,000 for a Free Library Building was the
response, with the provision that the City of
Ottawa furnish a site, and tax itself not less
than $7,500 a year for maintenance of the
Library.

A City Council Meeting on Apr. 15, 1901
debated until midnight the implications of
the donated funds, in the end accepting to
receive the donation and allocate City funds
to the books, furniture and upkeep of the
Library. Could this have been the first
public/private partnership (P3) for the
Ottawa Public Library?

Public and Council debate continued around
the question of choosing a site for the library,
with questions of accessibility, budget, and
cooperation with other levels of government,
and questions of tenders being increased after
submission, and finally the quality of the
materials used in the construction of the
building. Debate on these issues resulted,

at different steps in the process, in the
resignation of members of the Public Library
Committee.

The work on the new library building
proceeded and Mr. Carnegie himself came to
Ottawa to preside at the official opening on
Apr. 27, 1906. Mr. Carnegie's gifts to
Canada would eventually grow to include
111 library buildings in Ontario alone,

but the Ottawa library remained the only
opening he attended in person.

It is certain that with the financial demands
for infrastructure placed on the growing City
of Ottawa at that time, the opposition from
some citizens concerned about a possible
increase in taxes and mixed media support,
without the major donation of Andrew
Carnegie, the first Ottawa Public Library
would not have come into existence.

The Ottawa Public Library Foundation,
chartered in 2002 and put into operation in
late 2003, certainly faces some of the same
challenges as those early proponents and
fundraisers for the library.

While we cannot predict the future, we can
predict that funding the library will continue
to need citizen advocacy, support of the City,
along with new and innovative ways to
introduce non-tax dollar elements to the
funding mix. We will honor the dedication
and persistence shown by the early citizen
supporters while searching for the next
Andrew Carnegie.

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Une histoire en marche...

La Fondation de la Bibliotheque publique
d'Ottawa (FBPO) est le plus récent
membre de la Bibliotheque et de la famille
d'organismes de la Ville d'Ottawa, mais déja
I'histoire de la philanthropie a I'égard de la
BPO remonte a plus de 100 ans.

La lecture d'anecdotes sur la défense des
intéréts, la participation citoyenne et le
financement de la bibliothéque a la fin des
années 1800 et au début des années 1900
révéle une étrange ressemblance avec la
période contemporaine.

Au cours des années 1890, différents groupes
ont tenté de créer des bibliotheques
financées par des abonnés. Par exemple, le
Conseil des femmes d'Ottawa (CFO) a
proné I'établissement d'une bibliothéque
publique gratuite. Le CFO, avec l'aide du
Journal, a présenté une pétition au Conseil
municipal et le premier don d'un édifice
devant potentiellement abriter une
bibliothéque a été annoncé. En 1886, un
projet de reglement pour le financement
d'une bibliotheque publique, présenté aux
contribuables d'Ottawa par le biais d'un
référendum effectué le jour de I'élection, a
été battu par une large marge. D'aucuns ont
attribué ce résultat au journal Free Press qui
avait souligné I'endettement accru de la
Ville.

Cet échec a eu pour conséquence d'écarter la
question du financement d'une bibliotheque
publique gratuite pour de nombreuses
années. En février 1897, le CFO a présenté
une pétition au Conseil municipal
demandant la mise en place d'un conseil
d'administration de bibliotheque publique.
L'adoption d'un nouveau réglement a permis
de créer ce conseil d'administration et de
soumettre la question du financement aux
contribuables aprés avoir effectué des
arrangements préliminaires. Le Conseil
municipal a voté pour la création du conseil
d'administration, mais refusé de financer la
bibliotheque. Des demandes de financement
pour la bibliotheque furent a nouveau

rejetées par le Conseil municipal en 1893
et 1899.

Les citoyens d'Ottawa Mary et Otto Klotz
se sont intéressés a la question de la
bibliotheque publique dans le cadre d'un
article de Mary Klotz publié dans le Journal,
et Otto Klotz est devenu sans le savoir le
premier principal collecteur de dons en

faveur de la Bibliothéque publique d'Ottawa.

Otto Klotz, frustré par I'hésitation continue
du Conseil municipal a financer une
bibliotheque, a pris I'initiative d'écrire a
Andrew Carnegie, le magnat américain de
I'acier a la retraite, en février 1901. Andrew
Carnegie croyait fermement aux institutions
publiques, en particulier aux bibliothéques
qu'il considérait comme investissement idéal
et source d'émancipation et d'éducation.
Carnegie avait déja donné des fonds pour
60 bibliotheques canadiennes.

Un jour plus tard, W.D. Morris, maire
d'Ottawa, a décidé d'appuyer les efforts de
collecte de fonds avec I'aide de Wilson
Southam, propriétaire du journal The
Citizen. Le maire a aussi écrit a M. Carnegie
et, en mars 1901, il a recu une réponse
positive sous la forme d'un don de

100 000 $, a condition que la Ville
d'Ottawa fournisse un emplacement et
accorde pas moins de 7 500 $ par an au
maintien de la Bibliotheéque.

Le Conseil municipal a débattu des
implications de ce don au cours de sa
réunion qui a duré jusqu'a minuit le 15 avril
1901 pour enfin accepter de recevoir les

100 000 $ et d'affecter des fonds
municipaux a I'achat de livres, de mobilier et
pour le maintien de la Bibliothéque. Etait-ce
le tout premier partenariat public-privé
(PPP) en faveur de la Bibliotheque publique
d'Ottawa?

Le débat s'est poursuivi au sein du public
et du Conseil sur le choix de I'emplacement
de la Bibliothéque, notamment sur des
questions d'accessibilité, de budget et de
coopération avec d'autres échelons de
gouvernement, les questions touchant les

appels d'offres augmentés apres soumission,
et finalement la qualité des matériaux a
utiliser dans la construction de I'édifice. Le
débat sur ces points a entraing, a différentes
étapes du processus, la démission de
membres du comité de la bibliothéque
publique.

Le travail sur I'édifice de la nouvelle
bibliotheque s'est poursuivi et M. Carnegie
est lui-méme venu a Ottawa pour présider
I'inauguration de la Bibliotheque le 27 avril
1906. Les dons de M. Carnegie au Canada
allaient finalement inclure la construction de
111 édifices de bibliotheque dans la seule
province de I'Ontario, mais il n'a assisté
personnellement qu'a I'inauguration de la
Bibliotheque d'Ottawa.

Il est certain qu'en raison des exigences
financiéres liées a la mise en place
d'infrastructures dans une ville d'Ottawa en
pleine croissance a I'époque, conjuguées a
I'opposition de certains citoyens craignant
une hausse de I'imp6t foncier et au soutien
mitigé des médias, la premiére Bibliotheque
publique d'Ottawa n'aurait pas vu le jour.

La Fondation de la Bibliothéque publique
d'Ottawa, constituée en 2002 et lancée en
2003, fait sans doute face a des défis dont
certains sont identiques a ceux rencontrés
par les premiers promoteurs et collecteurs de
fonds de la Bibliotheque.

Certes, nous ne pouvons pas prédire I'avenir,
mais nous savons que le financement de la
Bibliotheque continuera d'avoir besoin d'étre
défendu par les citoyens, soutenu par la Ville
et relié a des facons nouvelles et novatrices
d'introduire des composantes non fiscales
dans la répartition des fonds. Nous allons
honorer la persévérance et le dévouement
démontrés par les premiers citoyens partisans
dans notre quéte du prochain Andrew
Carnegie.

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The Express Reads Pilot Project at the Ottawa Public Library

The OPL, through Express Reads, is making a selection of popular titles, mostly best-selling adult fiction and non-fiction,
more readily available to library patrons. Express Reads is a collection of frequently requested titles that have a one-week loan
period

and cannot be reserved or renewed.

This pilot project establishes a collection of about 75-100 titles on separate shelves in 11 branches where patrons
can easily find some of the most sought after titles that usually have long waiting lists to borrow.

Each book will have on it a spine label, "Express” and a sticker providing the loan period and the late charge

($5 per day with a maximum fine of $35). There will be a special identity code for this collection that will allow
evaluation of this new service. Most of the titles will be in English because few of the French titles have long waiting
lists. Like all OPL material, these books can still be returned to any branch.

The service will increase availability as the collection will have a high turnover rate.
Express Reads Benefits:

e Provides another option for those who do not want to wait for their bestsellers
e Possible revenue generation

e Provides a browsing collection of current bestsellers

e Possible reduction in length of waiting lists for bestsellers

Most participating buildings are not normally opened to the
public. In 2005, this event will incorporate an Ottawa 150 theme,
celebrating buildings that represent the timeline of Ottawa's
evolution.

Heritage Exhibit (Summer 2005)

The City of Ottawa Archives is developing a high quality,
well-researched retrospective of Ottawa's development, from early
settlements to contemporary times. One hundred and fifty years of
history will be portrayed in exhibit for the months of June, July
and August 2005 at the City Hall Art Gallery.

The 150th anniversary theme will also be incorporated into the
exhibits and programming of the community museums, including
the Bytown, Billings Estate, Cumberland Heritage Village, and
Watson's Mill museums.

As advocates of a strong Library, we participated once again in
public consultations leading to the February 2005 municipal
budget. Due to a technical problem, the Library Board's
request for approximately $500,000 in "enhancements”, but
which FOPLA considers necessary core services, were not
included in the published draft budget. FOPLA made sure that
the correct figures were made known through our presentations
to ward and council meetings and we were pleased that
$210,000 in "enhancements" were approved by Council.

Although OPL is one of the best performing and lowest funded
library systems in the country, it remains a perennial target of
cost-cutting schemes. Now, the 2006 Budget is on the horizon
and your Friends need all the help they can get to support,
protect and promote one of the undeniable successes of
amalgamation.

As promoters of literacy, we continue to help build the
library collections in both languages, improve accessibility, and
sponsor children's reading and writing programs. We raise
about $150,000 annually, with most funds coming from the
operation of four used bookstores operated by the three local
committees of FOPLA (Cumberland, Nepean and Ottawa). A
fourth local Committee (Vanier) is being discussed at time of
writing. Even so, the majority of Branches do not have a local
committee to directly support them. This is important since
such committees can retain up to 90% of funds raised for
purely local use to improve that branch while still benefiting
from OPL-wide FOPLA programs. If your branch doesn‘t
have a committee, it should.

The Board of Directors meets once monthly nine months of
the year. The Board carries out and coordinates advocacy
efforts, performs financial services for Local Committees, and
allocates funds raised towards any activity or program that it
deems appropriate. At present, the Board needs new members
with good judgement, financial expertise, administrative
experience and/or a passion for books and all the other media
that make us a literate society.

A titre de défenseurs d'une Bibliothéque forte, les Amis ont
participé de nouveau aux consultations publiques tenues en
prévision du budget municipal de février 2005. En raison d'un
probléme technique, la demande du Conseil d'administration
pour des « améliorations » d'environ 500 000 $, et considérés
comme des services de base essentiels par I'AABPO, n'a pas été
incluse dans la publication de I'avant-projet de budget.
L'AABPO s'est assurée d'inclure les données correctes dans ses
exposés aux réunions de quartier et du Conseil municipal. Nous
sommes heureux que le Conseil municipal ait approuvé

210 000 $ pour les « améliorations ».

Méme si la BPO est I'un des réseaux de bibliotheques les plus
performants et des moins financés au pays, elle demeure
I'éternelle cible des mesures de compression des codts. Le budget
2006 se pointe déja et vos Amis ont besoin de toute l'aide
possible pour appuyer, protéger et promouvoir I'un des succes
incontestables de la fusion.

Comme promoteurs de I'alphabétisation, les Amis enrichissent
la collection de la Bibliothéque dans les deux langues officielles,
améliorent I'accessibilité et parrainent des programmes de lecture
et d'écriture pour enfants. Tous les ans, les Amis recueillent
quelque 150 000 $ issus principalement des quatre librairies de
livres usagés dirigées par trois comités locaux de I'AABPO
(Cumberland, Nepean et Ottawa). On discute actuellement de la
formation d'un quatriéme comité local (Vanier). Cependant, la
majorité des succursales ne possede pas de comité local de soutien
direct. L'importance d'un tel comité est considérable puisqu'il
peut conserver jusqu'a 90 % des fonds recueillis pour usage local,
tout en bénéficiant des programmes de I'AABPO offerts a
I'échelle du réseau de la BPO. Si ce genre de comité n'existe pas a
votre succursale, il faudrait y penser sérieusement.

Le Conseil d'administration se réunit une fois par mois et
pendant neuf mois par an. Le Conseil dirige et coordonne la
défense des droits et des intéréts, assure des services financiers
pour les comités locaux et accorde une partie des fonds recueillis
a toute activité ou tout programme qu'il juge approprié. A
I'heure actuelle, le Conseil a besoin de nouveaux membres dotés
d'un bon jugement, d'une expertise financiére, d'une expérience
administrative et/ou d'une passion pour les livres et tout autre
média qui fait de nous une société alphabétisée.
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Please consider contacting us with a view to contributing a
little of your time as an advocate, local volunteer, bookstore
salesperson, local committee founder / member, or Director.
As a minimum, anyone who seriously supports and uses our
Library should take out a membership in FOPLA (forms at
every branch) and attend our Annual General Meeting to be
held in the auditorium of the Main Library, 120 Metcalfe
Street at 2 p.m. Saturday, June 4 2005. A couple of hours
won't hurt.

Your library card gives you access to all 33 branches of the
Ottawa Public Library (OPL) and the bookmobile, and it's
free for Ottawa residents. To obtain your card, go to any OPL
branch with photo identification. If you are 12 years of age or
younger, you'll need a parent's signature. Non-resident
memberships are $50 per year for an individual and $100 for
a family membership.

If your card is lost or stolen, report it right away. You are
responsible for anything signed out on your card until it is
reported missing.

OPL catalogue and more

The OPL collection includes over 2.4 million items. Using
Lirico, the searchable Web interface to the OPL catalogue, you
can search for material from home or work, or from any OPL
branch. Visit www.library.ottawa.on.ca and click on "Lirico!
OPL catalogue and more™. When you find an item, have it
transferred to the branch that is the most convenient for you.
You'll be notified by telephone when you have an item for
pick up.

Having trouble finding an item? Ask the library staff to help
you. If we don't have the material you are looking for, we
are willing to bring it in from another library. Just fill out an
interlibrary loan request at your branch, online, or call
236-0302, x219, during regular business hours.
