Renovated Cumberland branch reopens!
The Cumberland branch will reopen June 8 following renovations. 

Improvements to the branch include:

New information and children’s services desks •

The federal government provided $0.75-million in funding for these enhancements 
through the Infrastructure Stimulus Fund. OPL is committed to refurbishing and 
renewing our community branches. 

Construction on new Greely Library begins
Ground will be broken at the site of the new Greely branch on June 22. 
Councillors Jan Harder, Doug Thompson and City Librarian Barbara Clubb 
will turn the ceremonial soil at the morning event. 

In about a year from now the residents of the area will be enjoying a spacious 
facility that will satisfy the needs of the community for years to come. The 
fully-accessible branch will be three times the size of the existing one 
and will feature children’s program space and meeting spaces, as well as 
self-checkout service.

All three levels of government provided $1.2 million for the Greely branch 
through the stimulus-funding program announced in 2009, which provided a 
total of $4.275 million for OPL infrastructure projects. Greely was identifi ed 
for fi nancial assistance because it is the fastest growing rural village in the 
City of Ottawa, but it is also one of the fastest growing in Ontario. From 2003 
to 2005, Greely’s population increased from just over 4,000 to just over 7,000 
and growth is continuing. Library circulation has doubled since amalgamation 
in 2001.

Sunnyside renovations nearing completion!
The Sunnyside branch is scheduled to reopen this summer following extensive renovations. The improvements will result, in 
essence, in a new branch within the confi nes of the beloved neighbourhood landmark. Improvements include: 

Federal, provincial and municipal governments are covering the costs, which total $1.275-million. The federal government 
provided funding for these enhancements through the Infrastructure Stimulus Fund. OPL also received monies from the 
Friends of the Ottawa Public Library Association, which will be used to add furniture to the newly renovated children’s area.

Throughout the renovation, Sunnyside users took advantage of basic library services at the temporary library services depot 
opened by OPL in The Coliseum Building at Lansdowne Park. The depot is a temporary pilot project and will close once the 
Sunnyside branch reopens.

Les trois paliers de gouvernement ont injecté 1,2 million de dollars dans la 
nouvelle succursale Greely, par l’intermédiaire du programme de fi nancement 
de stimulation annoncé en 2009, qui a fourni au total 4,275 millions de dollars 
aux projets d’infrastructure de la BPO. Le secteur de Greely a été retenu 
pour une aide fi nancière car il s’agit du village rural connaissant la plus forte 
croissance à Ottawa, et parmi les premiers en Ontario. De 2003 à 2005, la 
population de Greely est passée d’un peu plus de 4 000 habitants à plus de 
7 000, et cette croissance se poursuit encore.

OPL has a new DVD lending policy that makes it easier for users to fi nd popular 
movie DVDs on the shelves. It means that more people get to see more movies, 
sooner.

Under the new policy, OPL places all new adults’ and children’s theatrically-
released English and French language feature fi lm DVDs on the Express 
Collection shelves, for Library users to access on a fi rst-come, fi rst-served basis. 

This means that movies previously tied up in the request, hold and borrow cycle 
are now available exclusively as Express Collection items. Express Collection 
items have a three-day loan period and are subject to a $2/day late fee.

A pilot project revealed that three users could take out a three-day Express 
Collection movie during a 7-10 day period as opposed to only one user under the 
request, hold and borrow system.

The policy change does not affect documentaries, movies in the World language 
collection, TV series collections and non-fi ction DVDs.

Un projet pilote a révélé que trois usagers pouvaient emprunter pendant trois 
jours un fi lm de la collection Express au cours d’une période de sept à dix jours, 
comparativement à un seul usager avec le système de demande, réservation et 
emprunt.

Ce changement de politique ne concerne pas les documentaires, les fi lms de la 
collection des langues du monde, les séries télévisées et les DVD d’ouvrages 
généraux.

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Ottawa Public Library receives City recycling 
award

On January 18, Ottawa Public Library (OPL) Board members were honoured to 
accept Waste Diversion Achievement Awards from City of Ottawa Environmental 
Services on behalf of four OPL branches for their outstanding recycling efforts. 

A waste disposal audit conducted in 2009 revealed that the Rosemount, Metcalfe, 
Centennial and Blackburn Hamlet branches recycled from 70 to 92 per cent of the 
waste they generated.  

In April 2009, City Council approved a strategy called Diversion 2015 that called 
on the City to establish a work plan to address waste diversion in its own facilities. 
The goals of the project are to reduce the total quantity of waste and to maximize 
the amount of material diverted from landfi ll sites in an effort to achieve a 60 
per cent or higher diversion rate. The 2009 audit that captured these results 
was the fi rst time that City facilities were monitored as part of this project, and 
these Ottawa Public Library branches are the fi rst recipients of Waste Diversion 
Achievement Awards.

Le 18 janvier dernier, les membres du conseil d’administration de la Bibliothèque 
publique d’Ottawa (BPO) ont été honorés de recevoir des Prix de réacheminement 
des déchets des Services environnementaux de la Ville d’Ottawa, au nom de 
quatre succursales qui se sont distinguées par leurs efforts exceptionnels en 
matière de recyclage. 

Une enquête sur l’élimination des déchets menée en 2009 a révélé que les 
succursales Rosemount, Metcalfe, Centennial et Blackburn Hamlet recyclaient de 
70 à 92 pour cent des déchets qu’elles produisaient.  

En avril 2009, le Conseil municipal approuvait une stratégie, appelée 
Réacheminement 2015, qui incitait la Ville à établir un plan de travail pour 
appliquer le réacheminement des déchets dans ses propres installations. Ce 
projet a pour objectif de réduire la quantité totale de déchets produits et de 
maximiser la quantité de matériaux ne prenant pas le chemin des décharges, 
dans le but d’atteindre un taux de réacheminement d’au moins 60 pour cent. 
L’enquête de 2009 ayant fourni les résultats dans le cadre de ce projet était 
une première du genre dans les installations de la Ville, et ces succursales 
de la Bibliothèque publique d’Ottawa sont les premières lauréates des Prix de 
réacheminement des déchets.

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Ottawa Public Library wins 
CLA/3M Canada Award

The Technical Services department of the Ottawa Public Library (OPL) won 
the 2010 CLA/3M Canada Award for Achievement in Technical Services for its 
project “A New Cataloguing Strategy for World Languages Material”.  Since it was 
implemented, the strategy has increased circulation of Arabic materials by 70%, 
Russian 33% and Persian 9%.

The cataloguing strategy for OPL’s world languages collection addresses the 
problems newcomers encounter when searching the catalogue or shelves for 
material in their native language.

OPL staff members who speak Chinese, Russian, Arabic and Persian now enter 
the title and author of world languages items in the script of the original language. 
Additionally, they give non-fi ction books broad subject headings, for example, 
cooking or politics, instead of call numbers.

Once a title is catalogued, newcomers can access it from the OPL website by 
clicking on a link to new arrivals in their language. The user sees the title of the 
item displayed in its original language and can click the title to reserve it.

The award was presented on June 2 at the Canadian Library Association (CLA) 
Conference in Edmonton.

Les Services techniques de la Bibliothèque publique d’Ottawa (BPO) ont remporté 
le Prix d’excellence CLA/3M Canada 2010, pour leur projet intitulé « A New 
Cataloguing Strategy for World Languages Material ». Depuis sa mise en place, la 
stratégie a permis d’accroître la circulation d’ouvrages en arabe de 70 %, ceux en 
russe de 33 % et ceux en persan de 9 %.

Une fois un titre catalogué, les nouveaux arrivants peuvent y accéder depuis le 
site Web de la BPO, en cliquant sur un lien qui les dirige vers les nouveaux titres 
dans leur langue. L’usager peut voir le titre de l’article s’affi cher dans sa langue 
d’origine, et cliquer dessus pour le réserver.

Le prix a été décerné le 2 juin, lors de la conférence de l’Association canadienne 
des bibliothèques (ACB) tenue à Edmonton.

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Ottawa Public Library launches Hunt Club/
Riverside Kiosk pilot project

Residents of the Hunt Club-Riverside area now have access to library service right 
in their community with the launch of the Ottawa Public Library (OPL) Kiosk. This 
unique service is a vending-machine-style kiosk that dispenses popular library 
materials to OPL cardholders and offers a convenient way to enjoy library services 
on the go. This innovative pilot project is located at the newly expanded Hunt 
Club-Riverside Community Centre.

The installation of this service means that OPL cardholders can browse and 
borrow from a selection of popular books and DVDs for children, teens and adults 
that are stored in the Kiosk. They may also use the online catalogue to request 
any item and pick it up at the Centre at designated times or at the Centre’s 
Bookmobile stop on Wednesdays. Items borrowed at any branch may be returned 
to the Library Returns box at the Centre any time it is open. 

Because the Kiosk is available any time the Centre is open, it provides longer 
hours of service than a branch. In addition, patrons have the option to pick up their 
holds at the Centre at designated times in the week. If this pilot is successful, OPL 
will develop a plan to identify other areas of the city where a kiosk could deliver 
library service.

La Bibliothèque publique d’Ottawa lance son 
projet pilote de kiosque à Hunt Club/Riverside

Les résidents du secteur Hunt Club-Riverside ont désormais accès à un service 
de bibliothèque dans leur collectivité grâce au lancement du kiosque de la 
Bibliothèque publique d’Ottawa (BPO). Ce service unique est offert grâce à 
une machine distributrice contenant des ouvrages populaires de la BPO, qui 
permet aux détenteurs d’une carte de la BPO de profi ter d’une manière pratique 
des services de la Bibliothèque. Ce projet pilote novateur est mené au Centre 
communautaire Hunt Club-Riverside, récemment agrandi.

La mise en place de ce service permet aux détenteurs d’une carte de la BPO 
de rechercher et d’emprunter des ouvrages parmi une sélection de livres et de 
DVD populaires destinés aux enfants, aux ados et aux adultes, stockés dans 
le kiosque. Les usagers peuvent également utiliser le catalogue en ligne pour 
réserver d’autres articles qu’ils pourront récupérer, à certaines heures, au Centre 
ou à l’arrêt du Bibliobus du Centre, le mercredi. Les articles empruntés dans 
n’importe quelle succursale peuvent être retournés dans le poste de retour du 
Centre, lorsqu’il est ouvert. 

Puisque le kiosque est accessible en tout temps lorsque le Centre est ouvert, 
il offre de plus longues heures d’ouverture qu’une succursale.  En outre, les 
usagers peuvent venir récupérer leurs articles réservés au Centre à certaines 
heures pendant la semaine. Si ce projet pilote connaît du succès, la BPO compte 
élaborer un plan afi n de déterminer d’autres secteurs de la ville où un kiosque 
pourrait être installé.
