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Teen Tech Week Video Contest 
Create a video inspired by a book of your choice and you could win some great prizes. It can be a book trailer, a parody, a review, a dramatization of your favourite scene or anything related to the chosen book! The grand prize is an iPad!
Promote your book in one minute or less and post your video on YouTube. You can submit more than one video as long as the book is different each time. The contest is open to Ottawa teens 13-18 years old. The contest runs from March 4 – April 2. 

How to Enter

1. Create a short video, no longer than 1 minute, inspired by a book of your choice.
 

2. Post it to your YouTube account and tag the video OPLtvc2018. Include your first name and ‘Ottawa Public Library Teen Video Contest’ in the YouTube video description.
 

3. After you have posted your video on YouTube, fill out a contest entry form and submit it to any Ottawa Public Library branch. Forms are also available at all branches.
4. Upload your video file to SkyDrive and share it via  InfoServices@BiblioOttawaLibrary.ca. Include your full name and title of video as seen on YouTube in the email message.
 
5. If you are younger than 18 years old please have a parent or guardian sign the contest release form for each entry and attach it to your entry.

 

6. Each person appearing in the video must fill out and sign a contest release form. Anyone under 18 featured in your video must have a parent or guardian sign their contest release form. Include all forms with your entry.

 

Contest Rules

1. Entrants must be Ottawa residents aged 13-18 years.

 

2. Contest runs from March 4 – April 2
 

3. All videos must be original work directed, filmed and edited by teens.

 

4. Videos must be 1 minute or less.

 

5. The video must not contain inappropriate content and must adhere to all applicable copyright laws for music and images. You may use the image of the book you wish to feature in your video.

 

6. Contest entrants must ensure that a signed contest release form is included for everyone appearing in the video. If the person is under 18 years, a parent or guardian must to sign the form. If contest release forms are not submitted the entry will be ineligible.

 

7. You may submit more than one video as long as the book is different for each video.
 

8. Participants must not have granted any person or entity other than the Library the right to use the video.

 

9. Contestants must create their own YouTube and SkyDrive accounts in order to participate.
10. Entrants grant the Library and affiliated organizations unlimited royalty-free use of their video and permission to create, copy, reproduce, exhibit, publish or distribute submitted images. Uses may include, but are not limited to, DVDs, photographs, websites, multimedia programs, print or other types of promotional media existing now or in the future.

 

11. All entries will be screened by Library staff.
 

Judging Criteria

Winners will be selected by Ottawa Public Library Teen Services Librarians and Teen Advisory Group members. Entries will be evaluated on quality, creativity and content.

 

Additional Information
OPL will host the Teen Tech Week film Festival, the official Awards Night & Video Screening at the Centrepointe Studio Theatre on Friday, April 27 at 7:30 p.m. During the film Festival the top 10 videos from the contest will be played and the winners will be announced. Attendance is encouraged, but not mandatory.  

The top 10 finalists will be invited to attend the Film Festival by email, but the order of the prizes will not be revealed until the Awards portion at the Film Festival.
